§ 1

1. The University commissions and the Contractor undertakes to create a work consisting in writing an opinion, jointly with other members of the habilitation degree awarding committee, appointed in accordance with Art 18a section 5 of the Act of 14 March 2003 on academic degrees and title as well as art degrees and title (Journal of Laws No 65 item 595, as amended), on the matter of awarding or refusing to award a habilitation degree in the current degree conferral procedure of

within 21 days of receipt of a dissertation review  by the degree awarding committee.
2. The Contractor shall transfer to the University his material copyright in the work in these areas of exploitation:

1) putting the work in permanent form and replicating it by means of any technique,

2) dissemination of the work, including licenses to and public performance of the work.

§ 2

1. For the writing of a review compliant with the criteria set in § 1, the Contractor shall receive a one-time remuneration in the gross amount of …………... zlotys, say …………………………………, in accordance with the rate defined in the ordinance of the Minister of Science and Higher Education of 14 September 2011 on the amounts and conditions of remuneration payable to the thesis supervisor and authors of reviews and opinions written in course of doctoral degree, habilitation degree and professorship conferral procedure, (Journal of Laws, No 206, item 1219). The remuneration shall also include the fee payable for the transfer of the author’s material copyright to the University.

2. The remuneration shall be paid into a bank account identified by the Contractor within 30 days of receipt by the University of an invoice issued by the Contractor.

§ 3

In matters not regulated by this Agreement, provisions of the Civil Code, the Act on Copyright  and Related Rights of  4 February 1994 (Journal of Laws of 2000, No 80 item 904, as amended), the Act of 14 March 2003 on academic degrees and title as well as art degrees and title (Journal of Laws No 65 item 595, as amended), and the ordinance of the Ministry of Science and Higher Education of 22 September 2011 on the manner and conditions of conducting doctoral degree, habilitation degree, and professorship conferral procedure (Journal of Laws No 204 item 1200, as amended) shall be applicable.

§ 4
All disputes arising from this Agreement shall be first settled amicably. In the matters not settled amicably, the competent court shall be the general court with jurisdiction over the seat of the University.

§ 5
All amendments to this Agreement shall be made in writing as annexes hereto under pain of invalidity. 

§ 6

The Agreement has been drawn up in two counterparts, one for each of the Parties.

§ 7
The Agreement has been concluded under Article 4 section 8 of the Public Procurement Law.
