§ 1
1. The University commissions and the Supervisor accepts the duty of the supervision of …………………………………………………………………………………………,

2. The duties of the Supervisor include in particular acting as an academic advisor to the candidate in the process of preparing a doctoral dissertation.

§ 2
1. For the performance of the duties referred to in § 1, pursuant to § 1 item 1 of the ordinance of the Ministry of Science and Higher Education of 14 September 2011 on the amounts and conditions of remuneration payable to thesis supervisors and authors of reviews and opinions written in course of doctoral, habilitation and professorship conferral procedures (Journal of Law, No 206, item 1219), the Supervisor shall receive a one-time remuneration amounting to 100% of the minimal base salary of a full professor, i.e. ………………………………………zlotys.
2. The payment of the remuneration shall be made after the completion of the doctoral degree procedure and the conferral of a doctoral degree by the Faculty Council/ Institute Council,** within 30 days of issuance of an invoice by the Supervisor.
§ 3
The Supervisor assumes the following obligations: 
1) to personally carry out supervisory duties in a reliable and honest way,

2) to ensure a high standard of the doctoral dissertation prepared by the candidate.

§ 4
1. The Agreement is concluded for the duration of the doctoral degree registration and conferral procedure.

2. All changes to the Agreement shall be done in writing as annexes hereto, under pain of invalidity.

3. In the case of non-performance or improper performance of the Agreement by the Supervisor, resulting in a decision by the Faculty Council/ Institute Council** to replace the supervisor, the University shall have the right to terminate the Agreement upon a two week notice, and shall be entitled to a contractual penalty of 10% of the gross remuneration, which is referred to § 2 item 1 of this Agreement.
4. The University shall be likewise entitled to a contractual penalty referred to in item 3 if the Supervisor resigns from his/her supervisory duties without valid reasons that would justify such a decision.
§ 5
In matters not regulated by this Agreement of the ordinance of the Ministry of Science and Higher Education of 22 Sept. 2011 on the specific manner and conditions of conducting doctoral degree, habilitation degree and professorship conferral procedures (Journal of Laws No 204 item 1200, as amended) shall be applicable.
§ 6
All disputes arising from this Agreement shall be first settled amicably. In the matters not settled amicably, the competent court shall be the general court with jurisdiction over the seat of the University.

§ 7

The Agreement has been drawn up in two counterparts, one for each of the Parties.

§ 8

The Agreement has been concluded under Article 4 section 8 of the Public Procurement Law.
